Displaying Toolbars

Let’s look at the Internet Explorer 7 bar.  Sometimes a toolbar seems to disappear, when in reality it is just hiding.  In IE 7, the File Menu is hidden by default.  Right-click anywhere within a blank area of the toolbars to open up a set of options.  Notice that there are check marks in front of some of the options, meaning that that particular toolbar will be displayed.  To display another toolbar, click on one that does not have a check.  It will then be displayed.  An even easier way to show the File Menu bar is to click on the ALT key.  Click again on ALT to close it.
Tabbed Browsing
With IE 7, tabbed browsing allows you to manage multiple websites within one browsing window.
The current web page and tab is our library site.  Move your cursor to an empty tab, {or Ctrl + T} and click on it. Notice how your past web page button is in the previous tab and can brought back up by clicking on it.  To close the tab, click on the X in the right corner of the tab or click any tab with the middle mouse button to close it, even if it’s the scroll button.
To the right of the Favorites icon, you can view all open tabs.  From the Quick Tab view, you can open any tab by clicking anywhere in the tab image and close any tab by clicking the X in the far right corner of the image.

To open a hyperlink, or link, and keep the previous tabs up – press the CTRL key on the keyboard while clicking the link {or again use the middle mouse button.}  For example, click on the link: New Audio Books, while holding down the CTRL key.  The link will open in a new tab that you click on to access.
At anytime, an address can be typed into the address bar to access a site directly.  Click within the address bar and type: www.ebay.com.  Press Enter on the keyboard.

Setting the Homepage
The first web page that opens when you click on the IE icon is your homepage.  To set or change the homepage, move your cursor to the right hand side of the window to the Tools button and click on it.  Move the cursor down to Internet Options and click on it.  The Internet Option dialog box will open.  Under the General tab, the current homepage will show its URL.  To create a new homepage, type in the address of the website you prefer, such as www.msn.com and click on OK, at the bottom of the dialog box.
